Activity 3: Student Diversity
Activity:

1. For about 30 seconds, have university students think about situations where they have observed students in learning situations.  Brainstorm and list as many student differences as possible in one minute.  (Examples: Cultural, socioeconomic, special needs, learning styles, ability, size, interests, experiences, age, gender)

2. Analyze and combine the responses into the most identified student differences.  

3. Divide students into groups to research at least 6 teaching techniques and 6 classroom management ideas that best meet the needs of the assigned group. Provide books, articles, the internet, and other resources.  

4. Share group findings with the class.

5. Look for activities that transcend the differences and address two or more groups.

6. Copy researched lists and sources for all class members.

7. Include the lists from different groups into a resource packet for the classroom management notebook.
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
