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Response to Intervention
Activity 1: Introduction
1. Instructor: Give the following handout to your students after presenting the PowerPoint, “Introduction to Response to Intervention.” Ask student to brainstorm advantages as well as disadvantages of the RTI process.
2. Have students fill out the handouts individually or in groups. Make a list of their ideas on a whiteboard, chalkboard or computer (if web-based). Examples of answers may include more paperwork for the teacher, not enough training to implement effectively, helps identify students that are struggling, or reduce number of referrals to special education. 
3. Discuss their ideas and brainstorm others if missed (Ex. Student may get stuck in Tier 2. The student is making adequate progress but cannot function in Tier 1 without support.)
